To understand how God sees the world and what His heart is for the children, their families and their communities, we ask the following types of questions and together seek answers from God’s revelation to us through the Bible, creation and the Holy Spirit.

Group 1:

Who is God?

· What is His nature? (Is He good, is He severe, is He out- to- get me, is He angry, does He love me?)

· What is His character?

· What is His plan?

· What is His story?

· What is His relationship with people and the world?

Group 2:

Who am I?

· What is my identity?

· What is my purpose?

· What are my gifts, talents, skills, and weaknesses?

· What is my character?

· What is the calling on (vocation) my life?

Group 3:

Who are others?

· What are the roles and responsibilities of mothers, fathers, children, leaders, teachers, men, women, churches, families, etc.?

· How are we to interact with each other?

Group 4:

What is the rest of the world?

· What does God say about resources?

· About work?

· About health?

· About money?

· About education?

· About farming?
Take one group of questions. Answer each question with each of the following perspectives:

1. your own perspective – how would you answer the question (what do you say you believe, what do you really live out?)

2. the communities perspective – how would people in your community answer the question (what would they say?, what do they do?)

3. God’s perspective – what does Scripture say about this question? how else does God reveal the answer to this question to us?

4. Implications of God’s perspective – based on what Scripture says, how should we live our lives?
